THE WASS SHIELD. Awarded for the best black and white photograph.

THE ROYAL HORTICULTURAL SOCIETY BANKSIAN MEDAL is awarded to the

competitor gaining most points in the show. The winner is exempt for 2 consecutive
years.

The Committee wishes to express its thanks to all those
who help before, during and after the show. To the
Lions Club of Falmouth & Penryn, Blind at Sea and to the management and
staff of the Princess Pavilion for the voluntary help and
assistance in preparing and running the show.
Your support is greatly apprediated.
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The show will be held at Falmouth on Saturday 24th March, and Sunday 25th
March and is open from 10 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. on the first day, and 10 a.m. to 4
p.m. on the second day.

Exhibitors must give notice, in writing, of the classes in which they intend to
exhibit to the Show Director before the closing date shown on the entry form.
Late entries will only be considered if space permits. Not more than 2 entries
may be made in any one class, except single bloom daffodil classes where an
exhibitor may stage up to 5 entries per class providing they are different.
THERE ARE NO ENTRY FEES.

Prize Money will not be awarded unless indicated.

Any exhibitor, whether Professional, Trade or Amateur, may show in the Open
section.

Exhibitors in the Amateur Section must not employ paid assistance or earn
their livelihood from gardening or be in any way connected with the market
gardening, nursery or seed trade.

Exhibits may be staged between 10 a.m. and 6.00 p.m. on Friday 23rd, then
the hall will be cleared for the judges. The Committee reserves the right to
move or reposition any exhibit where required. Judging will take place at 6.30
p.m. on Friday 23rd.

In all classes where cut material is shown, all stems must reach the water in
the vase or other receptacle.

ALL EXHIBITS SHOULD BE CORRECTLY NAMED, SO AS TO ADD TO THE
EDUCATIONAL VALUE OF THE SHOW. Errors in naming will not disqualify, but
the judges should regard correctness and clearness of naming as telling in
favour of an exhibit in a close competition. If an exhibitor does not know the
name of any variety, the label should bear the words: ‘Name Unknown’. When
an unnamed seedling is shown (e.g. seedling Daffodil), the label should bear
the word ‘SEEDLING’, followed by an indicative number.

REGULATIONS cont

During staging, exhibitcrs must not place any article, flowers, or moss on spaces other
that the pesitian allotted them, and they are not allowed to interfere with other
exhibits.

No exhibit will be allowed to be cut or removed until after the close of the show. Every
care will b taken for the protection of all plants, flowers, etc. but the Committee will
ot be responsible for any loss or damage. It is particularly desired that exhibitors will
notify the Secretary If they are unable to collect their exhibits promptly at the close of
the show. See footnote an entry form.

Judges will be at liberty 10 withhold prizes when the exhibits are deficient in merit. The
judges' decision Is final

Specimens shown must have been in the possession of the exhibitor for at least three
months prior to the date of the show, with the exception of classss of The Floral Art
Section’.

Nurserymen ste. can display their own trade notices, catalogues, stc. with their exhibiss,
but no advertising notices may be displayed. Starnds must not be dismantied before the
Show closes.

All Cups and Trophies are held for one year and are to be returned to the Committee in
good condifion one month prior to the Annual Show.

Exhibits in the Pot Plant classes must have bien grown in the pots in which they are
exhibited and been in the possession of the exhisitor for at least thres months

Hardy plants may be opened under glass or otherwise.
All vases will be lent by the Committee, free of charge.

All objections, complaints, and protests must be made in writing and accompanied by
fen of 50 pence to the Secretary on the first day of the Show for submission te the
Committee. On any matter riot provided for in these Regulations, the decision of the
Cammittee shall be final. Deposit money in each case will be forfeited if the objection
ete. is not sustained.
